Correctional Accreditation Association of Ohio: Constitution

Article I
Name
The name of the association shall be the Correctional Accreditation Association of Ohio.

The association shall maintain a post office box in Columbus, Ohio in receipt of all incoming mail.
Upon the dissolution of the organization, assets shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a state or local government, for a public purpose.

Article II
Affiliation

This association shall endeavor to become affiliated in a formal relationship with the national Correctional Accreditation Managers Association (CAMA), and/or any other association(s) recognized as being professionally associated with the accreditation process.

Article III
Purpose

Section 1.  The purpose of this association shall be:

(a).  To promote correctional accreditation and standards throughout the State of Ohio.

(b).  To provide a medium of training, technical support and communication in the areas 

        of accreditation and standards.

(c).  To provide a network of corrections professionals concerned with accreditation, 

        correctional standards and audit procedures.

(d).  To promote the concepts and goals of correctional accreditation and standards.  

Section 2.  The association is organized exclusively for charitable, religious, educational, and/or scientific purposes under section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Section 3.  No part of the net earnings of the association shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributed to, its members, trustees, officers or other private persons, except that the association shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in the purpose clause hereof.  No substantial part of the activities of the association shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the association shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.  
Notwithstanding any other provision of this document, the association shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by an organization exempt for federal income tax under section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or (b) by an organization, contributions to which are deductible under section 170 (c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code.
Article IV
Membership

Section 1. Individual and group memberships are available as established by the BOARD OF DIRECTORS in their by-laws.
Article V
Dues

Section 1.  Members shall pay such annual dues as may be established by the association’s BOARD OF DIRECTORS.
Section 2.  Dues shall be for a one-year period payable according to the terms established within the by-laws.

Section 3.  Membership dues will be non-refundable.
Section 4. Past presidents shall be life members of the association and will not be subject to membership fees or attendance fees for events sponsored solely by CAAO.
Article VI
Government
Section 1.  The government of this association shall be vested in a BOARD OF DIRECTORS, which consists of four (4) officers including a president, vice president who shall serve as the president elect, secretary, treasurer, and members representing 
1. Adult Institutions
2. Juvenile Institutions

3. Adult Community Residential 

4. Juvenile Community Residential

5. Adult Probation and Parole

6. Juvenile Probation and Parole

7. Adult Detention Facilities

8. Juvenile Detention Facilities
9. Immediate Past President

Section 2.  The BOARD OF DIRECTORS of this association shall be elected in the manner prescribed by the by-laws and shall hold office for a period of two years.

Article VII
Amendments
Section 1. This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present at any regular or special general membership meeting, providing that written notice of the proposed amendments approved by the BOARD OF DIRECTORS has been mailed (electronic or US Postal) to the last known address of each member at least 30 days prior to the date of the meeting. 
The BOARD OF DIRECTORS shall conduct an annual review of the constitution and by-laws.
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
